**Parents** We are asking that students stay in the theater to watch the other orchestras perform. This is important for students to see what the other orchestras play and they will have a concert reflection asking them questions about all the orchestra’s performances. It is helpful if parents can cycle in and out of the theater, so that everyone can see their child play. If your child’s group is done, we ask that you make room for the parents of the next performing group. The concert will also be streamed to the cafeteria if you do step out. 
End of concert:Bass Players – Secure Basses and return the bass racks to orchestra room


Cello Players – Return black stands to orchestra room, rack red ones on stage

Viola Players – Stay in orchestra room to get the set up back to normal, clean up stray items

Do’s and Don’ts
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· Bring all necessary items to school if you are staying at Kealing all day

· Bring your home instrument if you like it better than your school one

· Bring something to snack on if you are staying at Kealing all day

· Be dressed and unpacked by 5PM. 
· LEAVE BACKPACKS/BAGS IN BAND HALL 2 During Performance. IT WILL BE LOCKED UNTIL THE END OF THE CONCERT. 
· Get yourself to the correct place at the correct time

· If you are not warming up between 5-6 please be respectful of the groups that are. Hangout quietly in the orchestra room, find a quiet corner to practice, organize your music…etc

· During warm-ups, tune well. Ask for help if necessary. Move quickly and save any questions until the end if time. Use our short amount of time well. Be ready to make last minute adjustments.

· During the concert while on stage, remain quiet and patient. Tune again well. Follow concert etiquette. Only play when directed to. Remember beautiful rest position.

· During the concert, if you are not on stage stay in the student section of the audience. Be ready to get up if your group is next. Accommodate those around you.

· Clap and be respectful for all groups. Remain quiet in the student section.
· Help clean up after the concert. Secure your instrument and music. Then report to the stage to stack chairs and rack stands. Folding chairs and red stands remain on stage. 

· Restore the orchestra room to proper set up.

· Clean up after any mess you see. Let’s all pitch in!
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Don’ts 
· Forget your instrument, music or uniform.
· Lose track of time after school or forget to change into uniform BEFORE 5PM.

· Wander around halls or be clueless of where to be at 5PM. 

· Be late to your warmup .

· Be lazy about tuning or following along in warmup time.

· Talk loudly, run around, or goof off during time you are not warming up.

· During the concert while on stage, talk, goof off, or wave to others. Don’t play when not appropriate.

· During the concert while sitting in the student section, don’t talk, tap, pluck, play, make any distracting noise or goof off.

· Just leave right after concert – help clean up!

· Bring folding chairs or red stands back to orchestra room.

· Dump other chairs and stands in the orchestra room – put in correct setup.

· Leave trash you see on the floor or around the room.
